I. The Abundant Life is an Experience of 

Service to God for the Benefit of Others 

 

II. Jesus was a Servant To His Father for the 

Benefit of Mankind 

 

A. Jesus had no independent life 

 

1. John 8:28-29 – And He who sent Me is with Me; He 

has not left Me alone, for I always do those things 

that are pleasing to Him 

 2. Philippians 2:7 – but emptied Himself, taking on the 

form of a bond servant, and being made in the 

likeness of men  

 

B. Jesus’ service to His Father was for our benefit 

 

1. Mark 10:45 – For even the Son of Man did not come 

to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a 

ransom for many 

 

C. A servant heart is a sign of greatness 

 

1. Mark 10:42-44 – and whoever wishes to be first 

among you shall be slave of all 

 

 

III. The Church is the Body of Christ on this 

Earth 

 

A. When we became one with Christ we became one with 

everyone who was one with Him 

 

B. We should have the same spirit as Jesus had on the earth 

 

1. Philippians 2

A. Walk as wise men – Redeem your opportunities 

B. Do not be foolish – Know the will of God 

C. Do not get drunk – Be filled with the Spirit 

V. The Outworking of These Thoughts on the 

Day of Pentecost 

A. Spirit came on the 120 and filled all of them with the 

Spirit 

B. The event is identified with the Baptism of the Spirit 

 1. All of them were baptized by the Spirit 

 2. All of them were placed in the body of Christ 

C. Immediate expression of service 

 1. The sound of the coming of the Spirit created an 

opportunity 

 2. Jesus told them that His will was for them to testify 

to Him when the Spirit came 

 3. The disciples faced a dangerous situation
